Riders may not cross enter into any class over 18",
4 fences.

VHSA Pleasure Pony*- Open to Juniors on ponies
only. Judged on manners and way of going.
Novwice Equitation- Open to Juniors and
Amateurs only. Trotting changes are permissible.
Riders cannot cross enter into any over fences
class over 18", Open to riders who have not shown
for three years. 4-8 fences.

Student Equitation- Open to all. 4-6 fences.

Open Equitation- Open to all. Trotting changes
are permitted. May not cross enter into any VHSA
over fences equitation class. 6-8 fences.



Special Hunter*- Open to all. 6-8 fences.

VHSA Pony Hunter®- Open to Juniors only.
2'(sm), 2'3 (med), 2'6"(Ig). 6-8 fences.

VHSA Pony Equitation- Open to Juniors only.
Judged on hands, seat, and control. At least one
quarter of riders must return on the flat. 6-8
fences.

VHSA Equitation on the Flat*- Split into Adult
Amateur, Juniors 15-17, Juniors 14 & Under.
Classes may be combined if entries warrant.
VHSA Pleasure Horse*- Judged on manners
and way of going. To be split into Junior and
Senior divisions if entries warrant.

Long Stirrup Hunter- Open to Amateurs who
have reached their 13th birthday as of Dec 1st,
2021. Trotting and trotting changes are
permissible. Riders may not cross enter into any
class over 18" 4 fences.

Baby Green Hunter/Pony- Open to ponies and
horses in their 1st or 2nd vear of showing.
Animals cannot cross enter into any class with a
fence height over 2" Ponies/horses in their 2nd
year of showing must show at 2' fence height. 4
fences.

Low Hunter- Open to all. 6-8 fences.

VHSA Working Hunter*- Open to all. 6-8
fences.

VHSA Child/Adult Hunter*- Open to Juniors
and Adult Amateurs. To be split if entries
warrant. 6-8 fences.

VHSA Child/Adult Equitation*- Open to
Juniors and Adult Amateurs. To be split if
entries warrant. Judged on hands, seat,
andcontrol. At least one quarter of riders must
return on the flat. 6-8 fences.

VHSA Green Pony/Horse Hunter*- Open to
ponies and horses in their first year of showing
at or above designated height. Adults must ride
horses. Ponies must be ridden by Juniors. 2’ (sm),
2'3" (med), 2'6" (lg and horses). Horses MUST
jurnp 2'6. To be split into Pony and Horse
divisions if entries warrant. 6-8 fences.

VHSA Thoroughbred Hunter*- Open to horses
who are registered with or eligible to be
registered with the Jockey Club.

* Junior riders are those who have not reached
their 18th birthday as of Dec 1st, 2022,

Crossrails - Open to junior and amateurs only.
Cross rails not to exceed 18", Scored under USEF
Table I'V1- Optimum Time First Round.

Puddles - Course of 2-2'3 jumps. Horses may not
cross enter into a class higher than 2'6.

Open Jumper - Open to all.

Novice Jumper - Open to horses and ponies in
their 1st or Znd year of showing in Jumper classes
at 2'&” or higher as of Dec. 1st of the current show
year. Horses and ponies in this division may only
cross enter into classes not exceeding 3'.

Movice Children's/Adult Amateur Jumper - Open
to horses and ponies ridden by juniors and adult
amateurs in their 1st or 2nd year of showing in
Jumnper classes at 2'6" or higher as of Dec. 1st of the
current show year. Riders may cross-enter into
classes not exceeding 3",

Low Jumper - Open to horses and ponies. No
restrictions on riders. May be combined with TB
Jurnper.

Thoroughbred Jumper - Open to registered
Thoroughbreds and those eligible to be registered.
Junior/Adult Amateur Jumper Equitation: Open

to juniors and adult amateurs. To be judged on
hands, seat, guidance, control and optimum time.
Murmerical scoring.

Children's/Adult Amateur Jumper - Open to
horses and ponies ridden by juniors and adult
amateur riders.

Schooling, Modified Jumpers - No restriction on
horses/ponies or riders.
